If the heater is to run continuously:

Choose a suitable location for the heater taking into
account the safety instructions above.

Insert the plug of the heater into a suitable socket then
turn the 3 position switch to 1, always on.

Turn the thermostat knob fully in a clockwise direction
to the maximum setting.

Turn on the heating elements by means of the
rocker switches on the side panel. When the heating
elements are on the switches will illuminate. For
maximum heat both switches should be on.

Example : Switch 1 =750W / Switch 2 = 1.25kW
Combined =2kW

When the desired room temperature has been reached
the thermostat knob should be turned slowly anti-
clockwise until the thermostat click is heard and the
lights on the element switches go out.
