INTRODUCTION:

This is a microwave sensing device which
continuously scans the operating zone and
immediately switches the light on when it detects
movement in that area. This means that whenever
movement is detected within the range of the sensor
the light will switch on automatically and illuminate
the area you have selected to light. While there

is movement within range of the unit the light will
remain on.

HOW IT WORKS:

The microwave sensor is an active motion detector:
it emits a high frequency electromagnetic wave
5.8GHz and receives its echo. The sensor detects
the change in echo from movement in its detection
zone. A microprocessor then triggers the switch light
ON command. Detection is possible through doors,
panels of glass and thin walls and thin walls and will
continually monitor the signal within the detection
area.
